
Special Olympics Qualifying Show 2010

Ivy Hill had a great turn out for Special Olympics this year. This is Ivy Hill’s 6th year
participating in this program. Ivy Hill traveled to Hickory Run farm on April 22th for 
all riders who attended 10 practices from January 2010 through April to compete for a
spot at Special Olympics in June. Ivy Hill had 33 riders, between the ages of 5 and 45,
practicing this year. 25 riders and 7 horses competed at the qualifying show. Of these,
12 riders and 4 horses earned spots to compete in the state games at Penn State 

UUniversity in June. 
All riders did their best in all of their events, including trail, dressage, and equitaion.
Ivy Hill competed alongside 19 riders from One Step at a Time, representing the county
as a whole on that day. Bucks County is one of the largest Special Olympics equestrian
training sites in PA. We may train at different sites but we join together as a county at the
state level. Bucks County will have a total of 26 equestrian athletes traveling to Penn

State in June 2010.
