Ivy Hill’s students competed 
in a challenging trail course, an impeccable dressage ring, and an equitation ring full of tough competition.

 Each of Ivy Hill’s riders did an amazing job and we totaled 8 blue ribbons, 8 red ribbons, 8 yellow ribbons,
 5 white ribbons, 6 pink ribbons, 7 green ribbons, 2 purple ribbons, and 2 brown ribbons.  5 white ribbons, 6 pink ribbons, 7 green ribbons, 2 purple ribbons, and 2 brown ribbons. Four riders received 
special honors from Thorncroft, Madison G and Amy G tied for the E. W. Garbisch Reserve Champion, which

 is given for the highest score in Equitation. Crystal Rhodes was awarded Reserve Champion for the
 Francis DeRuschi award which, is given for the highest score in Division I. Sean O’Brien was awarded the 
Brushwood trophy, given for the highest combined score of dressage and equitation, and the Thorncroft 
Perpetual Trophy, given for the highest combined score in Equitation, Trail, and Dressage in Division III.
